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Introduction 





The LapLink USB Network cable from LapLink supports Windows 98, Windows 2000, and Windows Me. Use this cable to connect two computers and transfer files at speeds of 5 megabits per second or faster. For example, you could transfer 200 MB of data in 7 minutes.





You can also use your USB Network cable to perform other functions that require two or more PCs to communicate with one another, such as playing games.





Setup





Make sure you have the following items before you begin:





Windows 98, Windows 2000, or Windows Me


Standard USB port on both computers


LapLink USB Network cable


LapLink USB Network cable software


Your Windows operating system CD-ROM





Important: You must install the USB Network cable driver before you connect the LapLink USB Network cable to your computer.





1.	Insert the CD-ROM into your CD-ROM drive.


2.	Follow the steps that appear on your screen. 


NOTE: If the setup instructions do not appear, open Windows Explorer and double-click LapLink USB Network cable adapter.exe in the USBInstaller folder.


3.	If prompted, restart your computer.


4.	Repeat steps 1 through 3 on the second computer.


5.	Connect the USB cable to both computers.


6.	When Windows detects the new hardware, follow the instructions on your screen.


7.	Repeat steps 5 and 6 on the second computer.
